It is common for a person with 
Alzheimer‘s disease to wander, often repeatedly, as the 
disease progresses.  This behavior can be dangerous, 
even life threatening to individuals and stressful for 
family members and caregivers.  There is help.  The 
Alzheimer‘s Association Safe Return 
(www.alz.org/safereturn) 
program can assist in the safe return of individuals with 
Alzheimer‘s or related dementia who wander and 
become lost. 
 
 Safe Return provides a nationwide identification, 
support and registration program.  Safe Return provides 
assistance whether a person becomes lost locally or far 
from home.  Assistance is available 24 hours, every day, 
whenever a person is lost or found.  The Alzheimer‘s 
Association charges a $40 registration fee.  With the 
registration fee, you receive the following items: 
 

 Engraved identification bracelet or necklace and 
iron-on clothing labels. 

 Caregiver Checklist, key chain, lapel pin, 
refrigerator magnet, stickers and wallet cards. 

 For an additional $5, receive caregiver jewelry.  
In an emergency, it alerts others that you 
provide care for a person registered in Safe 
Return. 

 
 If a registrant is missing, Safe Return can fax the 
person‘s information and photo to the local law 
enforcement department.  If a registrant is found, a 
citizen or law official can call the 800 number on the 
identification products.  Safe Return can access 
registrant information and notify listed contacts.  The 
local Alzheimer‘s Association chapter can provide 
information and support.  You can register by phone by 
calling the toll free number 1-888-572-8566 (weekdays 8 
a.m. to 8 p.m. CST).  There are copies of the 
Alzheimer‘s Association Safe Return Program 
Registration Forms available in the lobby of the 
Franconia District Station.   The phone number for the 
Northern Virginia chapter is 703-359-4440 or hot line

Living in a Homeowner's Association 
 

 homeowner association is a corporation 
formed by a real estate developer for the 
purpose of selling homes in a residential 

subdivision.  Membership is a condition of purchase; a 
buyer isn't given an option to reject it.  The Board of 
Directors is responsible for the retention and monitoring 
of a property management company.  If an owner sells 
the home, he or she ceases to be a member of the 
association and the new owner becomes a member. All 
members must pay assessments to and abide by the 
restrictions of the association. 
 

 An HOA provides people with shared neighborhood 
values, and an opportunity to enforce regulations.  A 
degree of conformity is often required in appearance of 
homes and there are often time limits and/or restrictions 
to activities to generating noise to foster a sense of 
community.  Many homeowners' associations include 
management of a development's recreational amenities, 
maintained for exclusive use of its members. This can 
allow an individual homeowner access to a maintained 
pool, clubhouse, tennis court or walking trail that they 
couldn't afford to maintain on their own. 
 
 Living in an HOA-controlled community doesn't 
mean you give up your right to be heard.  Island Creek's 
Board of Directors meets on the third Tuesday of the 
month, and meetings are open to all residents and 
owners.  Board members are elected by you for three 
year terms on a staggered basis.  Major changes to the 
way we operate have to be voted on and approved by 
the members. 
 

 Along with the benefits of living in an HOA come 
responsibilities.  One of those responsibilities is to simply 
get involved.  It's very easy to sit on the sidelines and 
claim no time. It's also easy to complain about those 
who freely give of their time and efforts to make this a 
better community.  In this community's infancy in the 
early 1990s, there were twenty three candidates for four 
open Board positions, and ample membership in the 
committees.  At our last annual meeting, there were four 
candidates for four open Board positions.  Further, many 
of our committees, to including Covenants, are hurting 
for members.  Bottom line is that active participation has 
reduced while our community has grown significantly.

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If this community is going to prosper, it's up to those of 
us who live here.  The more volunteers we have, the 
less commitment is needed from each individual.  It's 
especially necessary for those of us who live here to get 
involved due to the number of non-resident owners we 
have who do not participate because they don't live in 
the community.  
   

 If you are a non-resident owner, one of your prime 
responsibilities is to monitor your renters.  You should 
ensure that your renters are following the community 
rules and regulations simply because it affects your 
property value and therefore your investment in the 
community.  Another reason is that what happens at one 
property can affect the value of the properties 
surrounding it. 
   
 You're responsible to be a good neighbor not just to 
follow the rules, but because the things you do or don't 
do affect everyone around you.  It may be easier for you 
to ignore your dog's waste, for example.  If one of your 
neighbors (or their children) accidentally steps in it, 
you've just created a problem for someone else, when 
you could have invested the time to pick up your dog's 
waste in the first place.  Remember, every action or 
inaction you perform in this community has an effect on 
someone else. 
 

 We have few noise issues in the evening, but 
remember that people still live here during the day.  
Loud and/or profane arguments in the street or dogs left 
in the yard to bark can still affect someone who is not at 
work during the day or works an evening shift.  Please 
be mindful of how what you do affects your neighbors. 
 

 We all have garages, driveways, or assigned spots 
for our vehicles, yet it is difficult to find an open spot.  
Being a good neighbor means starting with your own 
assigned spots first, and leaving the free spaces for 
visitors or those who have more vehicles than spaces.  It 
isn't fair for someone to come home and have to park 
blocks away from their house with their first vehicle 
because someone else doesn't let their visitors know 
that there's assigned parking, or has extra vehicles and 
doesn't use up their assigned parking first. 
 

 Disputes between neighbors should be handled in 
an amicable manner.  Regardless of whatever 
differences we may have with our neighbors, we‘re all in 
this together.  A ‗Me First!‘ attitude ruins things for 
everyone and brings down the value not just of our 
homes, but our community itself. 
 

 We could go on and on about all kinds of behavior 
that affects your neighbors.  The bottom line is that we 
should all be mindful of how what we do affects those 
around us.  If you wouldn't want it done to you, don't do 
it.  You may not even realize how your actions affect 
your neighbors, which is why you need to think about it 
before acting.

he Grounds Committee has just completed a 
massive tree pruning and removal project in 
the common areas in section 1 of the 

community.  Prior to the tree pruning and removal, the 
Grounds Committee walked the entire section with the 
tree company and a certified arborist.  Trees that were 
encroaching on the common area for walking and 
mowing were elevated and trees that were dead or in 
danger of falling were marked for removal.  The tree 
company had two crews on premise for two weeks in 
order to accommodate the work that needed to be done.   
  
 

 
 During the process the arborists noticed several 
common area tree branches that were overhanging 
some fences had been incorrectly pruned by residents.  
In order to prevent incorrect pruning of the trees (they 
should be cut at the trunk not a portion of the branch), 
we ask that if any resident finds branches overhanging 
their property that they call the community manager at 
703-339-6987 and inform her of the problem.  The 
community manager will then determine if the tree is on 
common property.  If it is, the tree will be added to our 
tree list and will be trimmed during our annual tree 
removal and pruning.  It is too expensive to prune one 
tree at a time.  The community gets a much better rate 
when the tree work is done in bulk all at the same time.  
However, if the branches are reachable by our grounds 
crew, we will have them trim back the branches.   
  
 In late summer, the Grounds Committee will walk 
sections 2 and 4 with the tree company and certified 
arborist to determine what trees need to be pruned or 
removed in these sections.  Since the spring and 
summer are when most trees grow, the committee 
usually schedules the tree removal for the fall.  If we 
have fallen trees that need immediate attention, the 
Grounds Committee will have these trees removed prior 
to the fall work.

appy New Year Island Creek residents and 
best wishes for a wonderful 2012!  Below are 
some highlights and issues we face as we 

begin the New Year:    
 
 Trash: Curb appeal is important to any community 
and especially to those homeowners who plan to sell 
their property.  Trash and recycling containers left out for 
days after trash pick-up or put out too early are 
unsightly, smell bad and attract rodents.  Please put your 
trash containers away on the day of pick-up.  If you are 
going to be away, please ask a neighbor to do it for you.  
Please also remember that trash cans and recycle bins 
may not be stored in front of your home or in the 
common areas. Residents who persist in this practice 
are subject to a $50 rules violation charge.  
 
 During inclement weather (snow or ice), trash 
service may be suspended.  If this occurs, services will 
resume on the next regularly scheduled collection day. 
 
 Snow Removal:  Our snowplowing company will 
begin plowing when snow accumulation reaches 2 
inches. Initial plowing is done simply to provide a clear 
access lane and not intended to provide snow-free 
roads.   
 
 Last snow season, I received calls from concerned 
residents notifying me that when the plows came 
through they re-deposited snow in front of their parking 
spaces that the resident had just shoveled.  While this is 
frustrating, please remember that plows can‘t just push 
the snow forward; rather, they must angle the blade in 
order to proceed which will leave a ridge of snow behind 
parked cars.  Unfortunately, this is unavoidable. 
 
 Also, when shoveling your parking spaces, please 
do not throw the snow back into the street as these piles 
will freeze and create more hazardous conditions.  
Lastly, it is up to each resident to shovel the sidewalk in 
front of their home and please lend a hand to your 
neighbor if they are unable to do it.   
 
 Parking:  I continue to receive a steady stream of 
complaints related to parking problems such as 
inconsiderate residents monopolizing guest parking, etc. 
But one new issue has arisen in the single family section 
on Island Creek Court concerning many condominium 
residents parking there and creating problems for single 
family residents trying to back out of their driveways.  
We ask all residents to be considerate when parking on  

 
the single family streets so as not to block driveways, 
mailboxes or create problems for drivers trying to see 
around cars when turning onto Morning View Lane.  
 
 Common Areas:   Our common areas are for the 
enjoyment of all Island Creek residents.  Recently, 
someone has been dumping dog poop bags in the 
common area and woods behind Royal Thomas Lane. 
Not only does this ruin the beauty of our natural areas, it 
is illegal to dump in Fairfax County Parkland and 
violators are subject to a $250 fine. Please refrain from 
dumping.   
 
 We have also been experiencing damage to the turf 
in some of our common areas from groups of kids 
playing organized games of football or soccer on the wet 
grass. Kids are a very important part of our community 
and they have a right to play in our common areas; 
however, overuse or playing on wet grass has resulted 
in having to spend Island Creek funds to renovate the 
grassy areas.  We ask all residents (and for parents to 
advise their children) to be careful when playing on wet 
or newly seeded grass so as not to destroy it.

Let It Snow 
now, sleet and ice always present a unique 
challenge for the snow removal contractor, the 
management company and the community.  

Please read below on some helpful tips and issues faced 
during the winter weather. 
 
 Several streets in the association are VDOT 
maintained roads.  They are Morning View Lane, 
Thomas Grant Drive (townhouse portion) and John 
Thomas Drive (townhouse portion).  If you have issues 
with these streets, please contact VDOT directly. 
 
 In researching VDOT, you can contact their Northern 
Virginia office at (703) 383-8368 or via email at:  
Nova_Severe_Weather@vdot.virginia.gov. 
 
 Now some facts regarding snow removal/treatment 
in our area: 
 
 Why is there snow piled behind my car?  Why 
can’t they pile all the snow at the end of the street?  
It is understandable that you may think the plow can 
push all the snow from the street away from the cars and

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to a desirable location.  In reality, the snow must fall off 
the plow blade to allow the truck to keep moving.  
Otherwise, the snow would quickly pile up and stop the 
truck.  Often there are cars parked on either side of the 
street so the contractor evenly distributes the snow on 
either side.  This can create a wall of snow behind your 
car 3-4 times as high as the accumulation.  Plowing is 
not a snow removal service.  The objective is to clear the 
roadway in a timely and safe manner.  Accumulation of 
snow behind your car is to be expected.  By pitching in 
and doing your part to keep your parking area clean you 
are saving the association and ultimately the homeowner 
money. 
 
 There are no cars parked opposite mine.  Why 
can’t they just push all the snow to that side of the 
street?  It is the policy to push the snow to the side of 
the street that impacts the community the least.  
However that may not be possible in the following 
situations:  1) Accumulation over 5‖; 2) Circular road 
(snow will fall to outer portion of circle); and 3) Roads 
that are vacant on left and then right, the contractor 
cannot switch directions in the middle of the process. 
 
 Why can’t they push the snow to the center 
islands and not behind our cars?  This is a common 
request as many center islands do not have parking 
spots but unfortunately the contractor is unable to plow 
this way.  The road around the center island is a larger 
circle; imagine snow in front of the flow as a marble in 
front of a ruler.  If you turn the ruler in a circular fashion, 
the marble will fall to the outside.  The same applies to 
plowing of snow around a center island.  (If you‘re 
parking 
 

 
area is circular, the snow will predominately accumulate 
to the outer edges). 
 
 I just shoveled out my car and they came back 
and plowed me in!  I can understand how this can be 
frustrating.  After working hard and using lots of muscle 
power to clean out your space the contractor destroys 
your work!  Remember that the contractor is contracted 
to return to plow until the roads are clear.  In heavy 
snows the contractor will visit the property more than 
once.  If the contractor waits until the end of a 6-8‖ storm 
before starting, the weight of the snow will be too great 
for the equipment and the contractor will not be able to 
service the association in a timely fashion.  In cases 
where they return, this snow gets plowed back into your 
spot and if they do not return, it can create a dangerous 
ice mound in the roadway.  It is best to pile this snow in 
front of your space or on the edge of the walkway. 
 
 Why is snow in my parking space?  Typically 
snow is not placed in a parking space.  However, there 
are some instances where this is needed.  In these 
cases, the contractor tries to keep the snow to the front 
of the space so you can still park.  In extreme events, 
the truck may have no choice but to completely plow in a 
space.  When this happens a loader may be needed to 
be dispatched to move the snow. 
 
 What can I do to help?  Please do not place snow 
from your space in the roadway.    It is best to shovel 
the snow from your parking spot to the front of your 
space.  Creating long furrowed rows of snow beyond the 
parking spaces reduces the width of cleared roadways 
and eliminates the primary objective of creating two 
lanes of traffic.

Who are these people, 

and why are they trying to tell me what to 
do with my house? 
 

ith spring fast approaching, I want to 
remind everyone about the importance of 
maintaining the appearance of your 

property.  Proper upkeep not only helps maintain 
property values for everyone; but, let‘s face it, no one 
wants to live next to a dilapidated house!  When you buy 
a house in a homeowners‘ association, you agree to 
follow the established written rules.  Maintaining a 
harmonious appearance in the community is essential to 
maintaining our property values, and that is why we have 
a Covenants‘ Committee.  It isn‘t about someone else 
telling you what to do with your home, it‘s about keeping 
the agreement you made when you moved in.  The 
Covenants Committee is not trying to be a dictatorship, 
and will make every effort to work with all homeowners.  
All we ask is that you understand that we are volunteers, 
and we have a job to do. 
 
 Part of that understanding is understanding the 
established process--the Covenants Committee meets 
on the second Wednesday of every month in the 
Clubhouse at 6:30 pm.  If you drop an Architectural 
Modification Request (AMR) off with the community 
manager, it will be reviewed at our next regularly 
scheduled meeting.  Please do not expect a decision on 
your request before that time.  We can‘t hold a special 
meeting for every single request, because we, like you, 
are homeowners with jobs, family obligations, and other 
demands on our time.  In order to make a decision, we 
need as much information as possible.  If we don‘t get 
enough information, we have to return the AMR to you, 
(which delays the process further), so, the more 
information you can give us, the more likely we will be 
able to make a timely decision.   Additionally, we often 
have to look at the property ourselves which can be 
delayed because of weather, darkness and other 
considerations. 
   
 As I said, we are not trying to be a dictatorship, and 
we make every effort to work with each homeowner.  
We‘re not always going to agree, however.  If the 
Committee decides to deny the request, you have an 
established opportunity for appeal.  Your first step is to 
provide the committee with more information, and ask 
that the decision be reconsidered.  If you are still 
unsatisfied with the decision, you may appeal to the 

 Board of Directors by providing notification to the 
community manager. 
 
 One last thing I want to address is that we need 
help.  If you are interested in serving on the committee, 
please contact the community manager at 
communitymanager@islandcreek.org or (703) 339-8790 
or just come to our next meeting.  We have three voting 
spots open. 

 

Office for Children Can 
Help Families Plan for 
Child Care on Snow Days  

ccording to the Farmers' Almanac, our area 
will have an average winter this year. 
Although area schools often shut down when 

it snows, most businesses stay open. This means 
parents often face a child care dilemma on snow days 
when they have to work but elementary schools are 
closed. The Fairfax County Office for Children can help 
families find care for their children this winter. "The key is 
to plan ahead and arrange for care now, before it 
snows," says the Office for Children‘s Director Anne-
Marie Twohie. She explains that parents can find child 
care professionals near their home or office on the Office 
for Children‘s Web site at www.fairfaxcounty.gov/ofc . 

 The Office for Children, a division of the Fairfax 
County Department of Family Services, maintains a 
database of child care programs in Fairfax County. 
Office for Children records show that nearly half of the 
county‘s legally-operating child care businesses offer the 
option of occasional or back-up care. This includes more 
than 900 individuals who care for children in their 
homes, as well as more than 30 child care centers.  

 "It‘s a good idea for parents to visit a few programs 
ahead of time to see which child care situation will work 
best on snow days," Twohie says. Then when bad 
weather hits, parents will have a number of child care 
professionals to choose from.  

 Making arrangements ahead of time may make it 
less likely that children will be home alone on snow 
days. Fairfax County‘s child supervision guidelines 
recommend that even at age 12, children are not yet 
ready to be left unsupervised more than three hours at a 
time (www.fairfaxcounty.gov/ofc ).

Towing will be strictly enforced with regard to the new 
tags. 
 
 Please also note that each building has a number of 
reserved spots equal to the number of units in the 
building.  If you are parking in a reserved spot, you need 
to park in a reserved spot for your designated building.  
If you are not able to find a reserved spot for your 
building, please contact the management company and 
we will actively investigate the situation.  Note that 
duplication or forging of parking passes will result in 
revocation of parking privileges for both reserved and 
guest parking. 
 
 Finally, as noted, parking is enforced 24/7 on the 
property.  If you have work being done by contractors, it 
is recommended that the contractors leave a note or 
some other identifying information in their vehicle 
window indicating at which unit the work is being done 
so that if there is an issue they can be contacted before 
the tow company is forced to tow them.  Generally 
commercial vehicles on property during business hours 
are not towed.  However, if there is an issue with where 
they are parked or other issue that requires moving their 
vehicle, it would be helpful to have an indication of 
where they are on the property. 
 
 Ice Melt Buckets – Winter is here and we have 
placed ice melt buckets in each building.  Each ice melt 
bucket has a scoop for distributing the ice melt.  If you 
see some ice, grab the scoop and spread some ice melt.  
 
 

 
 Deck and Fence Owners - Residents who have 
decks and fences are reminded that the maintenance of 
the deck and the fence is the responsibility of the unit 
owner.  The Association is NOT responsible for the 
routine maintenance of the decks and fences, nor is it 
the responsible for the replacement of the fences.  
Residents should be treating the boards and the railings 
on their decks.  If the floor boards are weathering, then 
you need to apply some deck oil to maintain the deck.  
The association will NOT replace decks that have not 
been maintained properly.    
 
 Trash – The community is suffering a terrible 
situation – again - people are placing trash out days 
early.  The placement of the trash early causes rodent 
infestations and the trash strewn about looks awful.  The 
board has asked the management company to step up 
the enforcement of the trash policy.  There will be 
extensive assessments for those who violate the trash 
policy.  This is an easy policy to live by, just put your 
trash out Monday night and Thursday nights.   
     
 Recycling – Please recycle the entire plastic, 
newspaper, glass and metal materials that are 
consumed in your household.  The use of your recycling 
bin helps yourself, the community and the environment.  
The BOD encourages everyone to recycle as much as 
possible.  We see only a mere fraction of the residents 
taking advantage of the recycling program.  A detailed 
list of items that are acceptable or not acceptable can be 
found on the American Disposal website at   
https://americandisposal.com 
 
 Dryer Vent Cleaning –Cleaning of the dryer and 
vent is the responsibility of the unit owner, not the 
Association.  The Association will be looking at the dryer 
grates and making sure there are adequate grates on 
each unit, but residents must take the responsibility for 
the cleaning.  Cleaning your dryer vent will allow your 
dryer to operate much more efficiently, reduce the 
electricity drain which will save you on your utility bill and 
help prevent fires.  Residents are encouraged to send 
the management company the contact information on 
dryer vent cleaning companies so the information may 
be shared with all residents via the Association‘s 
website.

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t‘s almost time to draw a line through 2011 and 
look to 2012.  I‘d like to review some highlights of 
the previous months.  Space precludes more than 

an outline, so please contact my office or subscribe to 
my e-newsletter at Leedist@fairfaxcounty.gov if you 
would like more details. 
 

 County Budget: A better economic climate and 
the work we‘ve done over the past several years 
to maintain core services and trim the non-
essential means that we are in a far better 
position than many other localities. We‘ve  
reduced spending by more than $220 million 
over the past two years, held school spending 
steady, preserved public safety, protected vital 
human services and held the line on property 
taxes. My citizen budget committee will continue 
to provide valuable input and I‘d also welcome 
your thoughts on budget priorities. 
 

 Transportation:  This has been a year for 
significant safety improvements, especially in 
the Franconia Road area.  Pedestrian 
improvements include sidewalks along sections 
of Franconia Road and Florence Lane, safety 
medians and crosswalks.  BRAC is now reality 
so our success in working with Congressman 
Moran and other federal elected officials to get 
$180 million is most welcome.  That will fund the 
widening of Route 1 from Telegraph Road at the 
southern end to Mount Vernon Memorial 
Highway at the northern end.  
  
We‘re moving ahead with improvements to one 
of our worst bottlenecks—the intersection of Van 
Dorn Street, Telegraph Road, and South Kings 
Highway are on track.  We‘ve held public 
hearings, designed the improvements, and 
expect construction to begin in 2013. 
 

 Parks and Recreation:  In May, we opened 
Our Special Harbor sprayground at Lee District 
Park.  This zero-water-depth sprayground, along 
with the adjacent tree house, is fully accessible 
for children of all abilities and was funded 
through a public-private partnership.   
 
We‘ve added 75 acres to Huntley Meadows 
Park, enhancing this wildlife sanctuary and 
urban oasis. 

 

 Redistricting: As chair of the Board‘s 
Legislative Committee, I served as liaison to the 
bipartisan citizen committee that developed new 
supervisor district lines to reflect the population 
changes of the last census. The plan that the 
Board adopted ensured that each resident would 
be fairly represented by the Board and created 
minimal disruption to communities, moving only 
7 of the County‘s.   Lee District did not lose or 
gain any precincts in their entirety, only picking 
up a small piece of the Woodlawn precinct in 
Mount Vernon along Frye Road, allowing for the 
Pinewood Lake community to be in the same 
district.

esponding to, and contributing to, the growth 
of Northern Virginia over the last twenty years 
has been the phenomenal evolution of 

George Mason University.  As the demand for rigorous 
higher education has grown, the University has risen in 
stature among those who rank schools.  More than 
17,600 freshman applications are made each year.  Only 
7,000 are admitted in order to fill about 3,500 seats—
85.7 percent of whom return for their sophomore year.   
 
 As our in-state college student population exploded, 
GMU became one of seven Virginia institutions that have 
absorbed 94 percent of the growth.  Among the seven, it 
charges the lowest tuition, and plans to add 403 in-state 
students in FY 2012, and another 736 in FY 2012-2014.  
Over the previous ten years, undergraduate enrollment 
grew 23 percent—when you add in graduate students, 
GMU grew by 30.8 percent over the period. 
 
 To accommodate this growth, Mason has been busy 
growing and expanding facilities.  In addition to the new  
dormitories and classrooms, there is the new Mason Inn 
Conference Center on the Fairfax campus, the 
Masonvale townhomes for staff and graduate students, a

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new Biomedical Research Lab in Manassas, Founders 
Hall on the Arlington campus, and the Hylton Performing 
Arts Center in Woodbridge.   

 
 Responding to recent legislation, GMU has a new 
focus on STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and 
Mathematics).  The University is starting a ―science and 
math accelerator‖ to speed up graduation rates, has 
expanded funded research by 18.5 percent, and 
educates students for licensure in over 150 technical 
professions.  In recognition of its achievements, U.S. 
News & World Report has called GMU one of the Top 
Five ―Up & Coming Universities‖ and increased its 
national rank by 26 points in the last ten years.   

 
 Since 1996, GMU has been led by President Alan 
Merten, a visionary leader who will be retiring in 2012.  A 
nationwide search is underway for his successor.  We 
can only hope that his replacement will do as good a job 
furthering the mission and ensuring the presence of a 
top national university here in Northern Virginia.

 • Mason District Park located at 6621 Columbia 
Pike, Annandale, approximately two miles east of the 
Little River Turnpike. Sledding on the hill at the end of 
Meadow Trail. 
 
 • Jefferson Manor Park located at 2909 Farmington 
Drive at the intersection of Telegraph and Franconia 
Roads in Alexandria. Sledding on the hill from the shelter 
building toward Telegraph Road. 
 
 • Cardinal Forest Park located at 6121 Roxbury 
Avenue in Springfield. Sledding along the sewer 
easement between Carleigh Parkway and Roxbury 
Avenue. 
 
 • Greenway Heights Park located at 8203 Riding

Sledding through the stream valley property.
